Information about the project online

We have been able to produce a community newsletter almost every month this year,
letting people know what they can do and how they can contact us — or others — about
things they might like to do to tackle climate change. Last year our mailing list was
around 400, growing slowly. With funding from the lottery (to boost communications)
our profile is higher and we now send the newsletter to over 690 people.

The newsletter has got better and better with a small number of paid hours from a local
person to help us with messaging and presentation.

We have also begun making improvements to our Sustainable Staveley website, which
contains a huge amount of local information and wider links. Our web presence is a
useful way for people to find out about us and make contact.
